	Project Description: Jordan Elementary School in Orange, CA has need for Kinder playground equipment and a concrete border wall around the playground. 
	Other Support: The project scope requires materials, demolition and labor to widen the Kinder playground area to accommodate the new equipment 
and install a concrete playground border. OUSD (school district) will contribute $30,000 to the project. 
	Other Involvement: Not applicable.
	Club Participation: 5-10 Orange Rotary Club members will be available to assist or improve the play area before or after new equipment is installed in collaboration with OUSD and Jordan Elementary staff.
	Beneficiaries: The Jordan Elementary Kinder students, school staff and Jordan Kinder families are served through this project. Jordan enrolls a high percentage of students from low-income families.  The school is eligible for Title 1 financial assistance for this reason.  The Kinder students will have a larger play area, fresh air, exercise and will enjoy the safety that comes with new equipment.
	Community Impacts: The project is sustainable through the support of OUSD in partnership with service organizations such as Orange Rotary Club. The expanded play area and new playground equipment will positively impact 2018-2019 Kinder students and students 
in many subsequent school years.
	Funds Stewardship: Orange Rotary Club ('ORC') will pay OUSD for equipment and labor, not to exceed our total commitment) when ORC is presented with invoices and purchase order requests.  
	Additional Comments: Orange Rotary Club has enjoyed an ongoing partnership with Orange Unified School District for a number of years.  The most recent outgoing OUSD Superintendent, Mike Christensen, was a Club member for years.  He will occasionally still participate in Club service projects.  Our Club is particularly pleased to lend support to a district school with a significant number of low-income families and children.
