	Project Description: Summer Harvest [a501(c)3 organization] exists for the sole purpose of providing food and other resources to children and families enrolled in the Free/Reduced Lunch Program when school is NOT in session.  Working with the administration of local school districts, Summer Harvest has identified the poorest-of-the-poorest who struggle to make ends meet and require assistance for the most basic of needs. (www.summerharvest.us).  This grant will be used for the purchase of approximately 250 school backpacks which will contain generic school supplies provided by Summer Harvest.
	Other Support: The budget, as submitted, indicates the anticipated cost of each element AFTER discounts.  It is not anticipated that there will be any in-kind donations or financial support outside of the Club membership.
	Other Involvement: N/A
	Club Participation: Club members will assist with the filling of each backpack with the school supplies and distributing them to the students.  Each backpack will contain a card indicating that it was "Made possible, in part, by a grant from The Rotary Foundation of Rotary International".
	Beneficiaries: Approximately 250 school-aged children will begin the school year with a backpack and school supplies thus allowing the family to provide other, more needed resources, to their children.
	Community Impacts: To risk being trite, "children are our future" and "it takes a village" to raise them.  This project will provide backpacks and school supplies to the poorest-of-the-poorest of the community thus allowing them to begin the school year with the same resources as their more fortunate school-mates.  Studies have shown that students who are not equipped with sufficient school supplies do not perform as well as students who are equipped.  
	Funds Stewardship: Club finances are managed by QuickBooks.  A separate "classification" has been established for this project which will enable immediate review of all transactions.
