1. Partner with Flathead Food Bank to purchase easy to prepare, kid-friendly food that school children can take home on weekends and during school vacations when other meal programs are not available. Our combined Rotary Club commitment and District match awards funds will purchase foods for an estimated 1,200 weekend packs. 
2. Raise public awareness about the realities of food insecurity in the Flathead Valley through public forums, panel discussions, local news articles and media interviews.
Our original budget proposed a $2500 District match and we received $1969. We will solicit private contributions and in-kind donations (ex: tote bags, printed materials, advertising) to make up the difference.
