	being served: This grant will be used for 2 specific areas of our RotarySafe Youth Safety Projects:

1) Bicycle & Helmet Safety - We plan and participate in assemblies at local elementary schools, community centers and family health clinics to teach children and parents about bike and helmet safety.  We check each child's helmet and adjust for proper fit, and we replace or give new helmets when needed.  The children are encouraged to decorate their helmets with our stickers and to include a RotarySafe I.C.E. (In Case of Emergency) sticker on their helmet, bike, scooter and skateboard.  A portion of the grant funds will be used to purchase 150 helmets, and to design and print educational materials.    

2) Water Safety & Drowning Prevention – We plan and participate in assemblies at local daycare facilities and pre-schools, elementary schools, community centers, and family health clinics to teach children and parents about water safety and drowning prevention.  We ask the parents and caregivers to become Water Watchers (a responsible adult assigned to give their full attention to the children in and around the water), provide them with educational materials (which they can share with friends and neighbors), RotarySafe Water Watcher medallions and lanyards.  A portion of the grant funds will be used to purchase 1,000 Water Watcher medallions and lanyards, and to design and print educational materials.    

Our Youth Safety projects serve local youth, designed to help reduce drownings of children ages 1-5, and to teach water safety, bicycle and helmet safety to children ages 5-14.

We work with local organizations and businesses to put on assemblies at local schools, and we contribute at events organized by others to help train the volunteers and serve the attendees.  No outside financial support is included in the scope detailed above. 
	their activities: Our members will schedule, set up and staff events.  Typical activities include: talking with caregivers and parents, giving demonstrations to the children and parents, providing educational materials and resources, checking helmets (fitting and giving as needed), providing Water Watcher kits, filling out I.C.E. stickers for the children’s bikes, scooters, skateboards and helmets, and asking for referrals for other locations and organizations where RotarySafe materials could be distributed.  Some events are small, such as taking the Water Watchers program to a Home Owners Association or a daycare facility, while others require a team to conduct an assembly at a local school or community center.  Every single one of our members is able to participate at some level.  
	will transfers of funds to international partners be handled: All funds will be separated and tracked in our Quick Books accounting system.  
The Board of Directors will oversee all expenditures and receipts will be required for reimbursement/acceptance. All funds will be used for the Youth Safety program and no funds will be provided to other organizations.
