	Project Description: Orange Plaza Rotary will work in partnership with the organization Rise Against Hunger to package approximately 8,823 meals containing nutritious, dehydrated meals of rice, soy, vegetables, flavorings and 21 essential vitamins.  The meals are designed to meet the daily needs of children suffering from severe malnourishment. These meals are then easily transported to crisis-burdened areas or supplied to school feeding programs around the world. The meals cost only $0.34 per meal to create and will contain 6 meals per package.
	Other Support: None
	Other Involvement: 30-40 volunteers will be needed to package the meals including Orange Plaza Rotary Rotarians, Rotarians from other clubs, high school students from El Modena Interact and CPT program, friends and family, prospective members, and members of the community.
	Club Participation: All members will attend the the food packaging event and personally participate in the packaging alongside the other volunteers as well as assist in managing the event. In addition, members will organize the food packaging event, coordinate with Rise Against Hunger and volunteers, and promote the event on social media and within their social circles.
	Beneficiaries: Every day, thousands of people die from hunger and hunger related causes. Malnourishment weakens the immune system and makes individuals unable to recover from even the most common illnesses. These 10,000+ meals will help alleviate hunger around the world.
	Community Impacts: This project addresses a basic human need. When needs for food, shelter, and water are not met, communities may then turn their attention to the long-term needs of education and building a healthy economy.
	Funds Stewardship: Orange Plaza Rotary has a separate checking account for all grant funding, under the supervision of the club treasurer and club president. Funds will be dispersed directly to Rise Against Hunger for purchase of all the materials for the food packaging event.
