Solution For Urban Agriculture's mission statement is "Growing nutritious food, to sustain healthy
communities”. They have approached solving food insecurity through collaborative efforts with local food
banks, farmers, chefs and other non-profits and entities. They need our help! Our goal is to enhance the
educational experience at the 1 1/3rd acre outdoor education center, by transforming 4000sf of underutilized
ground, into highly productive and educational raised bed gardens. This will not only allow for the hands on
education of the general public and elementary school tours, but will also generate an incredible amount of
nutrient dense produce, for the local food bank.
