	being served: The Yorba Linda Sunrise Rotary Club intends to purchase a number of computer enabling devices commonly refereed to as "switches" to supplement available computer programs to help educate students at the George Key School located at 710 Golden Ave, Placentia.  The George Key School serves approximately 100 developmentally disabled students from age 5 to 22 from throughout the Placentia Yorba Linda Unified School District as well as some students from the Brea School District.  All of the students are developmentally disabled and many have some form of physical disability as well, most of them severe.  Approximately 90% of the students served are wheel chair bound or otherwise immobile.  This project will allow these students to interact via computer with sensory learning topics such as "playing" band instruments via the computers.

	receiving for the project  for example inkind contributions discounts cash donations: The students, teachers and aids at the school will be the direct beneficiaries of the donated "switches" in that it will allow them to have substantial more time each day for teaching skills that can not be otherwise learned without these components.  Currently the school has only two "switches" compatible to their computer work stations.  The additional computer "switches" will greatly enhance the teaching and learning situation.  Club members are encouraged to visit and volunteer their time to see the students learning through these devices. 
	their activities: Club members will shop for, purchase and deliver the necessary electronics to the school for installation and use.  Because so many of the students are considered "high risk" due to their disabilities, significant direct interaction must be limited to only a few members.  We will be allowed to visit and interact to see the new equipment "in action" primarily via Zooming with the teachers or via video recording to be shared at club meetings.  
	will transfers of funds to international partners be handled: The Yorba Linda Sunrise Rotary Club has a Club Foundation Treasurer who is responsible for tracking all of our fundraising efforts and distributions.  A separate line item budget entry would track the club's financial commitment to this project as well as reception of the DDF funds, if approved, as well as the expenditure of those funds to purchase the new computer components.  These income/expense records would be backed up by sales and delivery receipts associated with the project.
	purchased: Yorba Linda Sunrise Rotary Club will use these funds to purchase the following items that are specifically requested by the school educators:

(1) "Band Jam" switch for $399.95
(1) "Lighted Musical Tones" switch for $201.95
(1) "Spinning Symphony" switch for $175.95
(3) Blue Tooth speakers at $69.95 each
(3) Micro Light Switch at $85.00 each
(3) Micro Light Mounting Kits at $55.00 each
(3) Foot Switch Computer Interface Devices at $26.77 each
(1) Bright Box Tactile at $209.60
(3) Viewbase Ipod, Iphone/Smartphone Mount at $29.95 each

The total number of computer items to be purchased from a multiple number of vendors is 19 items, with an approximate cost of $1,787.46 not including taxes and shipping and handling.  The estimated cost of taxes and shipping and handling is in excess of $300 and is subject to shipping costs at the time of purchase.  Total cost of this project to provide three new computer work stations for special needs students is $2,087.
