The Bike Rodeo stations and courses currently include: Bicycle Inspection & Maintenance, Helmet Safety & Fitting, Bicycle Registration, Visibility Enhancement, In Case of Emergency (I.C.E.), Traffic and Road Safety Training, Road Skills, Obstacle and Agility Courses. This year we are adding an E-Bike Safety station and training course.

We partner and work with many different organizations to put on school assemblies, helmet safety and fitting events, and bicycle safety clinics in Costa Mesa, Newport Beach, Irvine and surrounding communities.  We work with the Newport Mesa Unified School District, SOY (Save Our Youth) in Costa Mesa, the AAP-OC (American Academy of Pediatrics OC Chapter), the Cites of Costa Mesa and Newport Beach and their respective Police Departments, The Community Alliance for Bicycle Safety and other youth safety organizations in Orange County.  

The AAP-OC provides helmets.  The City of Costa Mesa provides pop-ups, tables and chairs for events.  The Police Departments provide officers for events.  Save Our Youth provides space and volunteers for events there.

We typically have around 8-12 members that will participate in at least one event.  We work with the Rotary Club's of Irvine, Santa Ana, Anaheim, Newport-Irvine, and OCLA.  The Irvine club will be hosting our Bike Rodeo at UCI in October 2023.
