Our work together over the years has been critical to keeping our hungry neighbors
fed with healthy and nutritious food. | appreciate your email to me inviting St. John
Lutheran Church Food Pantry to request a grant from the Rotary Club of Joliet
District Grant.

= $30 - 74 cases of peaches — each case has 3 XL cans of 105
oz. of peaches
= $23 - 25 cases of Apple Jacks cereal — each case has 8
one-pound bags.
= $36 — 7 cases of assorted frozen beef, pork, chicken — each
assorted case is 20 Ibs.
