The trail project was approved by the Helena City Commission. Our club has been putting together funding for the
entire project. The piece of the project our District Grant covers is the excavation and surface material spreading.
That work has not begun. The entire project is estimated to cost $25,750. To date we have expended $10,000
for surface material for the trail and materials for a bridge which will span a draw/ravine. AARP Montana
contributed $5,000 that was used to purchase the decomposed granite surface material for the trail. The Montana
Bicycle Guild has committed $1,000 as well as volunteers, tools, and PPE for work on the trail. Ten Mile Creek
Brewing and Downdogs and Draughts Yoga completed a fundraiser for the project in April. They estimate the
amount raised at $1,000. Point S Tire and Auto in Helena raised an estimated $500 in April by sharing proceeds
from alignment services. An event scheduled for September 10, Ales for Trails, will likely cover the balance of
funds needed. Boulders and rocks have been delivered to the trailhead. Work on the trail may begin in the next
couple of weeks, depending on availability of materials and the weather.
