	being served: The program will provide food and school supplies for children of low-income families during the school year.  These children are on free meal programs during school days but often go hungry during weekends.  Lack of weekend food can mean that they come to school on Monday mornings not able to concentrate on their schoolwork.  The food we give them will provide nutrition over the weekends.  Candidates for support will be vetted by the Boys & Girls Clubs of Huntington Valley through interviews to determine eligibility.  Parents of the children are from "English as a Second Language" families and will attend no charge classes in English and "How to Succeed in America" as a requirement for eligibility.  At the same time, the children will be in separate rooms getting help with their homework.  The language/homework programs will occur Tuesday, Wednesday and Thursday evenings each week during the school year.  The parents and children must attend two of the three evenings each week to receive the weekend food and school supplies.

Club members will purchase the food and school supplies on a regular basis throughout the year.  The weekend food will be packed into individual bags by Club members and Westminster High School Interact Club members.  The food and school supplies will be distributed to one-hundred plus children and families on Thursday evenings.
	will transfers of funds to international partners be handled: The funds, including the proceeds from the District Grant, will be maintained in a local checking account.  An accounting for the Program's expenses will be provided to Surf City Rotary Club members on a monthly basis by the Club's Treasurer.  Copies of the receipts for all expenses will be uploaded periodically to matchinggrants.org webpage.  
	purchased: The Project funds will be spent on food and school supplies.  No other expenses will be reimbursed.  Food will be shelf-stable and child friendly.  Food provided will vary but will typically include granola bars, soup, pancake mix, pasta, canned fruit, etc.  School supplies will typically include pencils, markets, notebooks, paper, etc.
