The project was to provide equipment and other educational supplies and needs
for in-home learning to 18 resettled refugee families in Westchester through Hearts
and Homes for Refugees(HHR). We worked with HHR volunteer heads for the
Helping Hands program and TESOL to determine their clients education needs and
purchased the items (computer desks; noise cancelling headphones; school
supplies; Chromebooks; Oxford Picture Dictionaries) and had them sent to the

Recently resettled refugee families and their youth, whose education was
impacted by the pandemic, when learning went remote. All the equipment and
regular supplies for remote learning were provided. TESOL learning went virtual
and the equipment for this success was provided.

Met virtually with a refugee family several times to determine the needs. This
included helping measure remotely - draw up plans - to determine what computer
desks would fit in the one bedroom apartment of this family of four.

Met virtually with Hearts & Homes for Refugees lead in Teaching English as a
Second Language to determine what those students needs would be to increase

Hearts and Homes for Refugees' role was to connect us with the refugees needing
the support and the support needed. We also purchased through them and sent the
$5,000 check directly to them. This helps with their accounting and we want to
support them and their work in welcoming and assisting refugees who are settled in
the Westchester area. Early in the pandemic our Club adopted a Hearts and Homes
for Refugees Helping Hands Program case, assisting someone with basic needs,
who was forced to leave the City and resettle in Poughkeepsie.
