The Kankakee Rotary Club continues its mission to promote positive lasting change in the
community. On Tuesday, May 24™ members of the Club will begin their annual Dictionary
Project. This annual project, now in its sixteenth year, places a dictionary in the hands of every
3" grade student in Kankakee School District 111. Due to the deliveries being postponed in the
2020-2021 school year due to the COVID pandemic, we will also be giving dictionaries to the 4™
grade students who missed out last year. The Rotary Club of Kankakee believes that even in this
day in age when online dictionaries and spell check are prevalent, an actual dictionary can
provide many benefits in the early stages of learning. A dictionary can provide important
support and be a quick reference book that the students can put their name in and carry with them
to use while reading, working on papers, and completing homework. Hopefully, the students
will keep and use the books all the way into high school and college.

Since 2016 the School District began requesting that some of the dictionaries be the Webster’s
Spanish- English version to assist some of the students from the Hispanic community and we
were happy add these to our offerings.

While delivering the books, the Rotarians enjoy providing a little bit of the history and purpose
of this long-standing club that celebrated its 100-Year anniversary in 2015. We also enjoy
telling the story of how Rotary International has almost completely eliminated Polio around the
world since its first project to vaccinate children in the Philippines in 1979. Many of the
Rotarians spend a little time showing the children how to use their new dictionaries.

This year members of the Club will deliver 624 books to students in seven schools during the last
week of school and just in time for the summer break.
