	being served: Placentia Rotary has worked closely with the Placentia Veterans Village to ensure that previously homeless veterans have all the supplies and support they need moving into their new apartments. Last year the club provided almost $10,000 in support to help 50 new residents set up their new apartments. Because of the pandemic, the club was unable to properly welcome the new residents. That welcome party will take place this year. The club will also provide any new residents with a complete set of supplies for their new apartment. It is anticipated that 10% of the residents (5) will need new supplies. The club will also provide bus passes and other items that the village might require.
