	Text1: Our Rotary Club has a long standing partnership with the Yorba Linda Food for Families food pantry.  The pantry was in need of a replacement freezer to store foods for weekly distribution.  We used the grant money to purchase and replace the existing freezer and to buy some additional supplies to be given away.  The project took place at the pantry facility located at 4848 Main St. Yorba Linda.  The project was completed on July 28, 2021.
	Text2: 8
	Text3: Club members moved the existing freezer from inside the facility so that it could be hauled away.  Additional members cleaned and painted as needed the area where the new freezer would be installed.  Several members were required to use multiple dollies to manuever the replacement freezer into the pantry, including dismantling a portion of the doors and backing to fit it through the doorways.  Once inside, the doors and backing were replaced and the freezer was put into service.  Additional members went shopping for childrens diapers to be given away at the next pantry food distribution.  
	Text4: The Food Bank serves approximately 100-125 families per week.  They estimate that nearly 4,000 families are serviced over the course of the year, all of who are non-Rotarians.
	Text6: The Food Bank relies upon purchased and donated food items, much of which has to be frozen until it can be distributed on  a weekly basis.  This new freezer can be expected to be in use for the next 15 years or more which will help the Food Bank continue to serve at risk families who suffer food insecurity.  
	Text7: We partnered with the Yorba Linda Food For Families food pantry.  It's role was to receive the freezer and based on original estimates, provide up to $2,000 of additional funding to pay for the cost of the new freezer.  The money saved allowed the Food Pantry to reivent those funds into providing more food resources and other basic necessities to the needy.
