	being served: In partnership with the Boys & Girls Clubs of Huntington Valley, and throughout the school year, Surf City Rotary will provide necessities such as food, school supplies, and clothing essentials as well as academic support and enrichment activities for children from low-income families.  All children in the program qualify for free and reduced price lunches at school, but they don't always know where their next meal is coming from outside of school.  The project will provide food for youth cooking and nutrition classes and for distribution to the families in the program so that no child goes hungry.  Surf City Rotary will also help provide school supplies and clothing essentials so that the children's basic needs are met.  Throughout the pandemic, youth have had limited access to online learning due to the lack of broadband connections and the majority of youth in the program have parents who are learning English and struggling with the language barrier.  This year, youth will continue to need extra support.  Surf City Rotary will buy and help implement, hands on STEM curriculum and activities to help youth get back on track academically and have fun learning.
