The others have a variety of duties from, working with the dentist whether handling sterilization assisting as a hygentist, or sealing teeth or helping with registration, moving petients around, being a support person for a patient, etc.  In the Vision clinic they stage  patients , walk the patient thru eye testing, work the eye charts and 

help with fitting glasses.
