	being served: Love Placentia is a community service day, with various organizations holding various projects throughout the City. Placentia Rotary has 2 projects, possibly 3 for this day.  The primary project is the purchase and assembly of hygiene kits for the homeless. The kit includes items such as toothpaste & toothbrushes, hand saniters, shampoos, chapstick, socks, bus passes, and much more. Approximately 200 kits are subsequently delivered to City Net Homeless Intervention for distribution.



A second project is helping to provide breakfast for all Love Placentia volunteers. We typically purchase, cook, and serve sausages. Other groups (such as Kiwanis) provides pancakes, orange juice, coffee, etc.



A possible third project is maintenance of the landscaped area around the flagpole we installed a few years previously. This would involve weeding, plant replacement, and the like. This project will benefit the general public's enjoyment of the park.
