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	TextField3: Dental & Eye Clinic - Ensenada
	TextField4: Ray Sanford

	TextField7: Irvine Rotary members, other Rotarians and volunteer dental and eye care professionals travel to Ensenada twice a year, Fall and Spring, to hold a one-day dental and eye clinic open to all children in a selected school. In two one-day clinics, the dental team treats between 50 and 100 children, providing up to $60,000 worth of free services. In addition to the dental component, an optometrist also checks and prescribes free glasses for up to 100 children and adults.
	TextField8: There are two clinics held each year. The first will be in the fall of 2015 and the second in the spring of 2016. 
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	TextField9: The Irvine Rotary Club works with the Club Rotario Ensenada Calafia, the Ensenada School District and Dental Care for Children (DCFC) to select the school most in need. Usually these are schools in outlying areas with immigrant populations from southern Mexico. 
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	NumericField6: 
	TextField13: Dental Care for Children covers any excess dental supplies costs. Dr. Stellhorn covers all costs (i.e. travel) above the amount allocated for glasses. 
	TextField14: Dental Care for Children coordinates the dental professionals and dental supplies needed. Dr. Fred Stellhorn, a Rotarian from Manteca Rotary club coordinates the eyeglasses.
	TextField18: The community surrounding Ensenada is comprised of many families who have migrated from rural parts of southern Mexico to seek work. The cities infrastructure and support services are not able to keep up with the demand. The population growth is outstripping the ability of local social services to provide adequate care. Most recipients are too poor to purchase needed dental or vision care. Even taking off from work means the family may not be able to eat that day.
	TextField15: Rotarians from Irvine and Ensenada Calafia Rotary clubs participate in the planning and execution of the clinics. Planning involves working with the Ensenada School District officials to select the elementary school most in need. On the day of the clinic, Rotarians direct and assist the professional volunteers in identifying and treating patients. Club members help with check-in, check-out, record keeping, translation, scheduling, dental assistance, hygiene assistance, oral health education and eye clinic processing, screening and assistance.
	TextField20: All supplies are purchased in the United States and are transported to the clinic.
	TextField16: Announcements are made well in advance of the clinic to call for volunteers. Dental professionals volunteer from the USC Dental School as well as dentists from Irvine, Ensenada and elsewhere.

During the clinic, all students and family members receive a Rotary wheel sticker at check-in. The wheel appears in photos while identifying students and family members.


	TextField17: Project funds will be controlled by the Irvine Rotary project bank account that is used for other matching grants. All expenditures will be made from that account only upon receipt of proper documentation. The majority of the expenditures will be made to Dental Care for Children (DCFC), a registered 501(c)(3) non-profit organization. DCFC has signed a Participation Agreement (attached). No funds will be transferred to the Host club nor will expenditures be made outside the United States.
	TextField19: Children who are not suffering from dental or vision problems do better in school. Parents of the children do not have to take time off from work to get treatment. 
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
