The goal of this grant is to provide a multi-pronged approach to leadership training by: 1) providing scholarships through Irvine Rotary Club for young professionals to attend to YPL Summit in Irvine during Fall 2015 and 2) pairing 10 of the students who receive the scholarship with Rotarians to provide career mentoring.
