These schools are
all in very poor township areas and have very little, if anything, by way of educational
equipment and appropriate furnishings.

Our club is committed to doing the job properly and is in the process of applying for a second
Global Grant (GG2092536), to address these issues. In order to qualify fully for this Grant,
there needs to be an educational element. To this end, we are proposing to add Practitioner
training in Classroom Management, Health & Safety and basic Bookkeeping.

By providing a pleasant, healthy and motivational environment, we believe we can give these
children the start they so desperately need.
